Edinburgh, June 10, 2010: The much celebrated and inventive Scots/English folk trio, Lau are set for a handful of stateside tour dates on the East Coast, which will include an August 10th date at NYC’s Joe’s Pub, West Whately Chapel in Massachusetts on August 11th and an August 12th date a Club Passim in Cambridge. 

You may have already been hearing good things from over the pond. If you’ve actually heard the music, you most certainly have heard good things. In recent years, Lau have been lauded by the European, Asian and Australian music press, UK national television Channel 4 championing, “Quite frankly, the best band in the world right now,” and The UK Guardian simply saying, “Lau are so special.” What more endorsement do you need? Oh yeah, there’s always the three consecutive years of being crowned 'Best Group' at the BBC Radio Two Folk Awards and nominations for Best Live Group.

One third of the blame for the group goes to singer/songwriter/guitarist, Kris Drever, who may be readily remembered for his 2006 solo album, Black Water which earned him the coveted Horizon Award for Best Newcomer at the 2007 BBC Folk Awards. Kris has subsequently written and recorded with John McCusker and, Idlewild front man, Roddy Woomble, on the highly acclaimed Before The Ruin, before releasing his much anticipated second album, Mark The Hard Earth and has performed with Rosanne Cash, Tim O’Brien, Eddi Reader and Jan Garbarek.  

Drever, along with his compadres, award-winning fiddler and composer, Aidan O'Rourke ('Instrumentalist of the Year' :2006 Scots Trad Music Awards), who has appeared on over eighty diverse recordings, and celebrated accordionist, Martin Green who was short-listed for the BBC's coveted 'Musician Of The Year' honors in the 2008 Folk Awards, went on to issue forth 3 great albums in quick succession together as Lau, all lovingly embraced by the press and a growing wealth of fans in Europe, Canada and Japan, where the band sold out a week of dates in Tokyo. 

Flying high on the accolades for their MOJO magazine-commissioned version of the Beatles’ 'Dear Prudence' for a cover mounted CD and the release of their 2009 long player, Arc Light, Lau grabbed a well-trafficked daytime BBC Radio Two session where along with their own epic instrumental they performed a cover of They Might Giants classic “Birdhouse In Your Soul”, and, in the same year saw them land the Scots Trad Music Award for 'Best Live Act'.

Prolific as hell, and in their true workhorse style, Lau threaten at least 3 more releases in the next 12 months, an EP series, the first of which is a collaboration with the acclaimed Scottish singer/songwriter Karine Polwart ('Lau vs. Karine Polwart Evergreen') to be followed by another with a leftfield electronica supremo, (whose identity is being being kept secret for the time being). Lastly, Lau will be left to their own devices for a take on some much-loved traditional tracks. All this, an vast live orchestral piece, and of course, their  live American debut to look forward to!
